THEME FOR THE WEEK: 
We are not made to simply exist, but to live a life of purpose and significance. 
There’s more to life than just being saved for a future life in heaven someday. Life 
is to be lived today.  
 
INTRODUCTION: 
We’re starting a powerful journey today — understanding how God's overarching 
plan includes each of us. We’ll discover how the gospel isn’t just about securing a 
place in heaven but about living out our purpose on earth. Over the next five weeks, 
let’s discover together where we fit into this mission.

START THE CONVERSATION: 
(What question do we want to answer in this session?) 

Q: Isn’t there more to life than just seeking forgiveness and hoping for heaven? 
How does the gospel challenge us to live differently today? 

 
WHAT IS IT ALL ABOUT? 
(Scripture Reading and Content) 



Let's reflect on Colossians 1:16: "For in him all things were created: things in 
heaven and on earth, visible and invisible... all things have been created 
through him and for him." This scripture reminds us that everything — our lives, our 
work, our relationships were created by and for Jesus. 
 

Q:  How does knowing that all things were created for Jesus change the way you 
view your daily life? 
Q:  In what ways can you align your life more closely with God's purpose? 

 
Another key verse is John 17:18: "As you sent me into the world, I have sent 
them into the world." 
This challenges us to see our lives as part of God’s mission on earth. 
 

Q:  What does it mean to you to be "sent into the world"? 
Q:  How can you live out this calling in practical ways in your daily life? 

 
LIFE APPLICATION: 

Q:   How does understanding that you are made in God's image change the way 
you view your life and purpose? 
Q:  What would it look like for you to live out the restored life Jesus offers, not just 
personally, but in your family, community and workplace? 

 
PRAY TOGETHER: 
Let’s close by asking God to reveal to each of us His mission for our lives, to give us the 
courage to step into it, and to empower us to live as His representatives on earth. May we 
carry His presence into every aspect of our lives.
