Scripture: 
Hebrews 10:21-22 NLT  

“And since we have a great High Priest who rules over God’s 
house, let us go right into the presence of God with sincere hearts 
fully trusting him. For our guilty consciences have been sprinkled 
with Christ’s blood to make us clean, and our bodies have been 
washed with pure water.” 

Observation: 
Confidence in God’s presence isn’t presumption, t’s inheritance. 
Jesus didn’t just open a door; He brought us in. We don’t knock to 
be let in, we’ve already been seated. 

Application: 
I’ll stop praying like a stranger and start relating like a child. I’ll live 
this day from belonging, not begging.
