Week 6

THEME FOR THE WEEK: Fellowship That Flows – Intimacy Redefines Relationships

INTRODUCTION:
Intimacy with God is not just personal—it is transformational. It redefines how we live, love, and relate to others. Jesus didn’t just call us to abide in Him, but to let that abiding transform our relationships.

In John 15, Jesus says: 'As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. Now remain in my love… My command is this: Love each other as I have loved you.'

QUESTIONS TO ANSWER IN THIS SESSION:
1- What are the signs that someone truly knows Jesus? 
2- What effect does my relationship with Jesus have on those around me?
3- What role does the life no one sees (private life) play in the life everyone sees (public life)

KEY SCRIPTURES: 

· John 13:34-35
34 So now I am giving you a new commandment: Love each other. Just as I have loved you, you should love each other. 35 Your love for one another will prove to the world that you are my disciples.”

· Hebrews 13:1-3 NLT
13 Keep on loving each other as brothers and sisters. 2 Don’t forget to show hospitality to strangers, for some who have done this have entertained angels without realizing it! 3 Remember those in prison, as if you were there yourself. Remember also those being mistreated, as if you felt their pain in your own bodies.

· Matthew 25:37-40 NLT
37 “Then these righteous ones will reply, ‘Lord, when did we ever see you hungry and feed you? Or thirsty and give you something to drink? 38 Or a stranger and show you hospitality? Or naked and give you clothing? 39 When did we ever see you sick or in prison and visit you?’

40 “And the King will say, ‘I tell you the truth, when you did it to one of the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were doing it to me!

DISCUSSION:
Your relationship with Jesus shapes every other relationship

· Abiding in Christ is not isolated spirituality. It shapes how we relate to our spouse, our children, our enemies, and our church community.
· You cannot claim intimacy with God and live in hostility with others.
 'If we love one another, God lives in us.' – 1 John 4:12

· Genesis 1 God says “Let us make human beings in our image, to be like us This means”, which means that people carry His image. 
· Intimacy with Jesus transforms us into His image, which means we start to walk and talk like He does, the way we carry ourselves (stature) becomes Christ like. We start to see the world (people) the way He sees them. Our perspective of people starts to align with his perspective. We start to see the Image of Christ in people, and this reality changes the way we approach and treat people radically 



Love is the evidence of our relationship with Jesus

· Many people will argue that my relationship between God and I has nothing to do others, it is between me and Him. This statement is not true, what happens in your private life will in time show in your public life. What happens underneath the ground will show in the fruit the tree carries. What lies is the heart of man will come out of His mouth. 

· Luke 6:44-45 NLT
44 A tree is identified by its fruit. Figs are never gathered from thornbushes, and grapes are not picked from bramble bushes. 45 What you say flows from what is in your heart.

· Here is the truth, we have received the nature of Christ. Christ’s nature is Love, therefor our nature is love. Because Christ loves people, we will naturally love people. Love is part of our DNA it is who we are. Therefor loving people should come naturally to us.
· We are redefined by love. And that redefinition affects our homes, our churches, and our workplaces. We stop competing and start collaborating. We stop withholding and start forgiving. We stop protecting ourselves and start serving others.
· Intimacy with God was never meant to end with you. If you’re truly abiding, then your relationships—especially the hard ones—will begin to change.
· God is calling His church to walk in unbroken fellowship not only with Him, but with one another.

PRACTICAL APPLICATION:
•  God is in the people’s business, everything God does is built around His Love for people. The establishment of His Kingdom is all about bringing people into His Kingdom, to enhance the live of His people. The heart of Kingdom is to bless people, so if bless people we are effectively serving and building His Kingdom. The only we so serve Him is to serve people, Like Jesus mentioned In Matthew 25 “‘I tell you the truth, when you did it to one of the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were doing it to me!”
· The way we treat people is the way we treat God
